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Also referred to as an electric mountain bike
(eMTB], a type of motor vehicle with two wheels
attached to a frame, one behind the other, equipped

o with fully operable pedals and an electric motor of
less than 750 watts that meets the requirements of
one of the following three classes.

CLASS 1E-BIKES are equipped with a motor that
provides assistance only when the rider is pedaling
and that ceases to provide assistance when the
e-bike reaches the speed of 20 miles per hour.
